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  SEND Support in School	
SEND Support can take many forms such as - intervention programs, resources, or equipment, working within a small group, extra help from a teacher or learning support assistant, helping your child to take part in class activities, or supporting your child with physical or personal care (eating, getting around school, toileting or dressing).

  SEND Support Plan	
A SEND Support Plan will identify and detail educational needs and specify what support school will put in place to ensure these needs are met. It should explain the outcomes that school are seeking, the interventions and support to be put in place, the expected impact on progress, development or behaviour and a clear date for review.

A SEND Support Plan should be considered by school when a pupil is needing more support within the classroom. This should be a working document that is developed by school alongside parent/carer and the pupil. The aim of a SEND Support Plan is to remove barriers to learning and to put effective education provision in place. 

Many schools use a SEND Support Plan in Redcar and Cleveland, but it may be called something different such as an Independent Learning Plan or Personal Learning Plan. The SEND Support Plan should include:

· Short term targets
· Teaching Strategies/Interventions
· Provision/Support
· Review date
· Success and/or exit criteria
· Outcomes of support and next steps

If the pupil has a SEND Support Plan, it is usual to place them onto the school’s SEND register. 

  SEND Register	
The SEND register is a list of children who need extra help and support within the school environment. Pupils can be added and removed depending on their needs. School must inform parent/carer that they would like to place the pupil onto the SEND register. Schools should have a SEND registration form that they use to gather consent prior to placing a child onto the SEND register.

SEND Support Plan Plus                            
For a small number of children and young people for whom the SEND Support Plan has not been successful in meeting all of their needs, a SEND Support Plan Plus will be helpful especially when other services are working with the pupil. 
Parent/Carers are central to the development process, along with the child or young person’s voice and how they view their learning journey. The SEND Support Plan Plus will include contributions from other services such as CAMHS and/or Early Help. This will give us a more holistic view of the pupil’s wider needs. The SEND Support Plan Plus is a working document and will be reviewed termly to ensure that it meets the needs of the Pupil as they grow and develop.

  Our Commitment	
Our children and young people in Redcar and Cleveland are entitled to a good education, one that is right for their needs, promotes high standards and the fulfillment of their potential.

All pupils should have access to high quality teaching within all our schools – this is known as Quality First Teaching.  Some children need more support to make progress with their learning. This support comes in a variety of ways but is known as Special Educational Needs. 

 All educational settings, nurseries, schools, colleges, and further education providers must make sure they meet the special educational needs of all pupils they identify as needing extra support. When a SEN has been identified, the education setting should start a cycle of actions to make sure they put effective support in place. This cycle is called the ‘Graduated Approach’ and involves four stages: 
ASSESS, PLAN, DO, REVIEW.

  The Graduated Approach	
ASSESS: Teaching staff should work with the Special Educational Needs Co-Ordinator (known as SENDCo) to assess the pupil’s needs, so they can give the right support. They should involve parent/carer in this process and wherever possible, seek the pupil’s views. Sometimes schools will seek advice from a specialist teacher or a health professional. They should talk to the parent/carer about this first and gain consent for this.

PLAN: If the school decides the pupil needs SEN support, they must tell the parent/carer. School should discuss the outcomes that will be set, what help will be provided and agree a date for progress to be reviewed. This can be done through a SEND Support Plan or a SEND Support Plan Plus. School will develop this plan with parent/carer and the pupil and will be reviewed termly.

DO: Your pupil’s teacher is responsible for all teaching and should work closely with any teaching assistants or specialist staff involved. 

REVIEW: The support received should be reviewed by the date agreed in the plan – usually termly. Decisions should be made together to consider if any changes are necessary to support the plan or whether more advice is needed from other professional services.
